Installation: 
1. Verify that your C2 Kit is match correctly to injector sizing.

2. Disconnect the battery before disconnecting the ECU.

3. Install Chip:  (you should already know how to do this)

4. Install the C2 MAF when supplied, install the OEM sensor.

5. NO BOV: if you choose to run a BOV it MUST be re-circulated back into the intake system; after MAF, pre Turbo inlet.

6. **An additional fuel pump may be required to flow the proper amount of fuel when running higher boost pressures** 

BOV Recirc:

The Motronic load measurement is done by measuring airflow into the engine. So any air lost or gained through the BOV will cause fueling/drivability problems. You must re-route the valve output back to the blower inlet, like the OEM 1.8T diverter valve set-up. Running a BOV will cause you to get a TB circuit malfunction code.

START UP:

1. Upon 1st start-up allow the car to idle for a few minutes.

2. Wait until the oil temp hits ~120. (Just a little longer than your normal warm up) 

3. Blip the throttle occasionally. (Light blips, no more than ~2500rpm)

4. Sometimes throttle body adaptation takes 3-5 cold starts to 'settle' so until then, don't worry about if idle speed is below ~720. 

5. When complete the idle should be 720rpm.

This software has been written to maximize performance using the correctly matched injectors. What does this mean? You can run as much boost as the injectors will support. How much boost depends on your particular setup.

If you are running a 3L engine or big cams or a big exhaust, these things will allow you to make more power with less boost. DO NOT be hung up on manifold pressure....

EXAMPLE: Test Car: (3.00" full exhaust, no cat) can flow MORE air at 11psi of boost than another car running 15psi boost. (full stock exhaust with stock CAT)

MASS FLOW is what makes the power. On cold days you will make more power with less 'pressure'....
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
